JUSTIFICATION 

THE U.S. SECRET SERVICE IS SEEKING APPROVAL TO REVISE AND/OR AMEND 
RECORDS SCHEDULE NI-87-86-2 REGARDING RETENTION AND DISPOSAL OF 
THE FOLLOWING: 

ALL FORMS, CHARTS, TAPE RECORDING AND OTHER RELATED DOCUMENTS 
GENERATED FROM THE APPLICANTS EXAMINATION WHICH ARE RETAINED 
IN FORENSIC SERVICES DIVISION. 

APPROVAL IS BEING SOUGHT TO RETAIN AND THEN DISPOSE OF ALL OF THE 
ABOVE LISTED ITEMS FOR A PERIOD OF TWO YEARS FROM THE DATE OF THE 
EXAMINATION. 

THIS REQUEST WILL REQUIRE THIS SERVICE TO RETAIN APPROXIMATELY 35%
